1.	 Charge before first use using the USB cable and adaptor provided. 
	 It will take approximately 4 hours to fully charge.
2.	 When the unit has 20% battery left a red light F  will appear. 
	 When the red light F  is flashing you must charge the product.

3.	 The product is fully charged when the light turns green F .

How to use
Ensure the product has charge and is on a flat and stable surface prior 
to using.

1.	� Prepare your bottle as per the manufacturer’s recommendation 
if using formula. Once ready place into the chamber B  . 
Breast milk can also be used.

2.	� Before placing into the chamber, 
remove the lid, teat and screw ring 
of your bottle and place the bottle 
base ONLY into the chamber B  .

3.	� Now place the lid A  onto the 
chamber B , and screw on tightly 
keeping the product on a flat surface.
